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ARCHITECTURAL SPECIFICATION

Mitchell Doubler Against-Wall Cabinet, Table and Bench System

Written Specification

Part 1 – GENERAL

1.01 SUMMARY

A. Provide Against-Wall Cabinet, Table and Bench System, complete, as shown and specified.

        
B. Coordinate work with work or other sections and specify exact wall measurements.

1.02 SUBMITTALS

A. Refer to Section 01300.

B. ENGINEERING DRAWINGS: Submit cad cam drawings showing product details and dimension requirements.

C. Provide an Owner’s Manual complete with parts list and trouble shooting guide prior to final acceptance.

D. A long handled Custodian’s Release Lever shall be provided to activate the Automatic Gravity Lock mechanism.

E. The laminated table and bench surface shall be smooth and free from any mechanical devices that may cause an unsanitary condition to exist, or personal injury to occur.

F. The Against-Wall Cabinet shall be provided with six Depth Guides that will hold the table and bench securely into the cabinet.

G. Against-Wall Cabinet shall be manufactured with a flat top cap, or a 30° slope cap. 

H. Against-Wall Cabinet shall have available as an option fill-in panels that fit between cabinets to form integral wall system.  Right and left radius side caps shall be an option to eliminate sharp right angle cabinet edge.

I. Track arm pins, tracks table/bench in cabinet channel shall be spring loaded, ½” steel rod end capped with bronze olite bearings. 

J. Table and Bench Aprons shall be rolled steel and shall be end-capped eliminating sharp edges.

K. SAMPLES: Submit the following:

1. Laminate: Color brochure offering manufactures standard color selection, 448 color choice.  2” x 3” sample of the laminate is available upon request.

2. Table and Bench: A 3” x 3” sample of the table/bench complete with top laminate, backer board, and particle board core with edge detail is available upon request.

3. Steel: Midnight Brown powder coat sample available upon request.

1.03 PRODUCT HANDLING


A. Refer to Section 01610.

1.04 GUARANTEE

A. Submit in written form 5 years on Parts and 10 years on welds.

PART 2 – PRODUCTS

2.01 MATERIALS

A. Particle Board:  one single piece having a density of at least 45 PCF (Optional ¾” thick MDF or ¾” thick A/C grade plywood are also available.)

B. Laminate: Shall meet or exceed NEMA Standard LD3-1980

C. Edge: “T” Molded edge standard shall be mechanically driven into core and nailed 

8 – in. O.C.  (Optional Lotz Armor Edge® sprayed-on Polyurea is available.) 

D. Steel: Cold Rolled ASTM A513

1. Finish: Electro statically applied midnight brown powder coat.  Surface shall be washed clean and acid rinsed prior to application.


E. Fasteners: Full threaded, hex head with 300 lbs. hold strength placed 6” O.C.

F. Casters: 2” non-mar casters at table/bench ends; 2” thick non-mar swivel casters at table center legs.

2.02 FABRICATION

A. Mitchell 66 (A) Series, 13’-10” L folding table and benches with steel cabinet. 

B. Mitchell 97 Retro (A) Series, 13’-3” L folding table and benches with steel cabinet. 

C. Mitchell 56 (A) Series, 11’-10” L folding table and benches with steel cabinet.

D. Mitchell 46 (A) Series, 9’-10” L folding table and benches with steel cabinet.


1. Manufactured by Mitchell Furniture Systems and Distributed under the

3. Table: Width 28” and 30” - Height 29” (Options 24” and 30”.)

4. Bench: Width 10” and 12” - Height 17”

5. ADA seating at end and sides of table.

E. DESIGN AND OPERATION of TABLES and BENCHES:

1. 15 CONTACT POINT AUTOMATIC LOCKING SYSTEM SHALL POSITIVELY LOCK THE TABLES AND BENCHES TO THE CABINET.  

6 – AUTOMATIC CONTACT POINTS: Cabinet shall have in each of its three cavities, two each 2¼” 16 Gauge folded steel depth guides to automatically lock table and each of two benches securely in place to top of cabinet.  

3 – AUTOMATIC CONTACT POINTS: As table and benches are directed into cabinet each of three 14 gauge steel gravity locks mounted to the table and benches automatically connect in each of cabinets three cavities to a 2 ½” x 3”, 14 Gauge adjustable steel striker plate bolted to bottom sill.  

6 – AUTOMATIC CONTACT POINTS: The table and two benches shall have two ½” steel spring loaded tracking pins capped with bronze olite bearings that shall lock and glide table and bench to channels within cabinet side walls.

2. Tamper resistant frame mounted double SIDELOCK DOWNLATCH manually locks table leaves eliminating “jackknifing”.  Painted RED.  

3. Unlocking table and benches from cabinet achieved with long handled Custodian’s Release Lever manually lifts hidden gravity lock arm from striker plate, releasing table and bench from locked position in cabinet.

4. In “down” position, table and benches are removed from cabinet by releasing hidden spring loaded track arm pins from cabinet channels.  Swivel casters on table center legs provide ample movement.     

5. TORSION BARS captured inside each of four 1 1/16” – 14 Gauge steel tubular leg brace provide 35 lbs. lift assist and manages slow downward drop. 

6.  Two 2 ¼” – 11 Gauge Steel BARREL HINGES shall be mounted on each table and bench connecting each leaf securely and providing continual folding capability.

7. Each table and bench has 14 Gauge steel ADJUSTABLE BRACE RODS provide proper leg to top relationship capable of adjustments to field floor situation.


F. MANUFACTURING:

1. Table and benches tops shall be ¾” particle board core with NEMA approved laminate top and backer sheet on bottom. (Option: ¾” MDF or A/C grade Plywood.)

2. Table and bench edges shall be trimmed with “T” molded cushioned edge machine driven into core and nailed 8 –in. O.C.  (Option: Lotz Armor Edge® sprayed-on Polyurea.)

3. Table and bench undercarriage shall be unitized integrating each component strength.  Parallel 1¾” steel channel aprons with rolled edges and safety end-capped shall be reinforced with steel gussets.  Aprons cradle leg brace and shall provide end cap for brace.

4. Table and benches shall be fastened to undercarriage with full threaded hex fasteners and shall be 6” O.C.

5. Table and bench legs shall be 1 1/16” 14 Gauge tubular steel and twin 1” x 1” 16 Gauge square tubes at center each fail-safe with two 16 Gauge clips fastened to deck.  Table and bench outside legs shall have 2 1/8” non-mar stationary casters.  Table center legs shall have 2 1/8” non-mar swivel casters.  Bench center legs shall have nickel plated steel glides.  Table legs shall be recessed providing 360° seating when table is detached from cabinet.

6. Each of four table legs shall have torsion bars captured within and end-capped to provide minimum 35 lbs. lift assist and to prevent downward drop.  Bench shall be provided with optional spring tube assembly for lift assist.

7. Cabinets shall be constructed of 16 Gauge Cold Rolled Steel modularly welded into three cavities for table and two benches.  Bottom sill shall be constructed of 14 Gauge Cold Rolled Steel.  Nine components shall be bolted together for easy component replacement and shipped as an assembled unit to site for quick installation.  Cabinets are powder coated Midnight Brown.  Front posts shall be seamed at edge to prevent scraping of table and bench.

PART 3 – EXECUTION 

3.01 SUBSTRATE CONDITIONS

A. Inspect site opening into which the cabinet will be set-in and confirm conditions are acceptable.

1. Coordinate with responsible party in field to perform corrective work on unacceptable openings.

2. Beginning of work by factory authorized installer shall be considered as acceptance of opening conditions as they exist. 

3.02 INSTALLATION

A. Installation shall be conducted by factory authorized representative who will install cabinet, table and bench system according to Manufacturer’s written instructions, as shown, and as specified.

3.03 ADJUSTMENTS

A. Adjustments shall be initially conducted by factory authorized representative who shall instruct site’s maintenance engineer to adjust moveable parts to assure smooth operation.

3.04 CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE


A. Keep site clean and free from accumulation of debris. 

B. Minimal lubrication may be necessary for maintenance of moveable parts.  Torsion bars captured inside leg cross brace are lubricated in manufacturing, requiring no additional lubricant.  Bronze Olite Bearing tracking pins need no lubricant.

C. Laminate surface may be cleaned with any detergent or spray cleaner.

D. Mitchell products shall be designed for service longevity.  Replacement parts are readily available through Parts Department, Mitchell Furniture Systems, Milwaukee, WI 
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
